ORGANIZATION AND ACTIVITIES

Saudi Arabian Mining Company (the "“Company” or "Group”) was formed as a Saudi joint slock company
pursuant to Royal Decree No. M/17 daled 14 Zul Qaida 1417H (corresponding 10 March 23, 1997) and Council
of Ministers Resolution No. 179 dated 8 Zul Qaida 1417H (corresponding to March 17, 1997), with Commercial
Registration No. 1010164391 dated 10 Zul Qaida 1421H (corresponding to February 4, 2001) and with a share
capital of SR 4,000,000,000 (Four billion Saudi Riyals), comprising 40,000,000 shares at a naminal value of
5R 100 each.

The Company through March 2, 2008 was wholly owned by the Saudi Government (the “Government)
represenied by the Public Investment Fund ("PIF"). The Council of Ministers issued it's resolution No. 49, dated 25
Safar 1429H (corresponding 1o March 3, 2008) whereby the authorized share capital of the Company was
increased from SR 4,000,000,000 (Four billion Saudi Riyals) to SR 9,250,000,000 {Nine billion and two hundred
fifty million Saudi Riyals) divided into 925,000,000 shares {SR 10 par value) and te offer 50% of the newly
authorized share capital in the Saudi capital market through an Initial Public Offering (“IPO"). Consequently, the
Government's interest in the Company was diluted to 50%.

As a result of lhe increase in the Company’s share capital, the PIF's interest in the Company was increased to
SR 4,625,000,000 (Four billion six hundred and twenty five million Saudi Riyals) divided inlo 462,500,000 shares
through an injection of SR 1,250 million which was paid by the PIF during the year 2008, in which SR 625 million
was recorded as an increase in share capital and the remaining SR 625 million as share premium.

The remaining 50% shares were offered to the Public on 2 Rajab 1429H (corresponding lo July 5, 2008} through
an Initial Public Offering (“IPO”) to the Public Pension Agency {"PPA"), Genera! Organization for Social Insurance
{"GOSI"), Saudi citizens and certain authorized persons participating in this 1PO (Note 26).

The objectives of the Company and ils subsidiaries are to engage in various projects related to all stages of the
mining industry, including development, advancement and improvemen{ of the mineral industry, mineral products
and by-products. These activities exclude petroleum and natural gas and materials derived therefrom; any and all
hydrocarbon substances, products, by-products and derivatives, and activilies related to all stages of the oll
industry and the industries associated therewith and supplementary thereto.

The Company's major projects are Phogphate, Aluminum, and Infrastructure and these are in lhe development
stage.

The objective of the phosphale project is to exploit the Al Jalamid phosphate deposils in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia and to manufacture DAP, MAP and ammonia fertilizer products. The capita! cost of the project is
estimated to be SR 21 billion, also see Nole 27a

The obieclive of aluminum project is to develop an aluminum mine, refinery, smelter, rolling mill and power
piant for the production of aluminum and related products in Saudi Arabia. The lotal cost of the project was
eslimated as SR 40.5 billion, also see Nole 27c.

The infrastructure project relates to the development, construction and delivery of services in the Raz Azwar
Area, and other mining and industrial locations of the Company as required, also see Note 12.

The Company's principal mining aclivities are at the Mahd Ad' Dahab, Al-Hajjar, Bulghah, Al-Amar, Sukhaybarat
and Kaolin mines. Currently the Company mainly mines gold and low-grade bauxite.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The principal accounting policies applied in the preparalion of these interim consolidated fnancial statements

are set out below. These policies have been consisiently applied lo all periods presented, unless otherwise
stated.

2,1 Basis of preparation

The Company's interim consolidated financial statemenis are prepared in compliance with the accounling
standards promulgated by ihe Saudi Organization for Certified Public Accountants ("SOCPA”).

The interim consolidated financial statemenls have been prepared in accordance with SOCPA's standard of
Interim Financial Reports, on the basis of integrated periods, which views each interim period as an integral part of
the finandal year. Accordingly, revenues, gains, expenses and losses of lhe period are recognized during the
period.

2.2 Interim results

The resulis of operations for the intenm period may not represent a proper indication of the annual results of
operations

2.3 Accounting convention

The interim consolidated financial statemenls, expressed in Saudi Arabian Riyals, are prepared under the
historical cost convention.

2.4 Principle of consolidation

The interim consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the Company and the following subsidiaries:

MGC was incorporated on August 9, 1989, and its aclivilies are mainly related to produce and exploit the gold and
associated minerals exisling within the lease area by way of drilling, mining, concentrating, smelling and refining;
to exiract, refine, export and sell such minerals in their original or refined form.

MPC was incorporated on January 1, 2008 and is currently in the development stage. Saudi Basic Industries
Corporation {"SABIC”) holds the remaining 30% interest in MPC, and it is accounted for as minority interest in
these consclidated financial statements. Accordingly, minorily interest in the balance sheet, and loss / {income)
atiriputable 1o the minority interest in the statement of income, represent SABIC's share in the net assels and loss
! {income) of MPC.

MIC was incorporaled on August 17, 2008 and will manage the infrastructure project to develop, construct and
operate the infrastruclure and provide services l0 Raz Azwar Area, and other mining and industrial locations of the
Company.

MIMC was incorporated on March 31, 2009, and will manage the industrial minerals sector of the Company. Its
activities are mainly related to exploring and developing industrial minerals.

All material inter-company balances and transactions are eliminated in the accompanying interim consolidated
financial statements. The Company and its subsidiaries apply a consistent accounting policy in all material
respects.

2.5 Use of estimates

The preparalion of interim consolidated financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
standards requires management to make estimates and assumptions thal affect amounts reported in the interim
consolidaled financial statements and accompanying notes. Estimales and judgments are continually evaluated
and are based on historical experience and other factors, including expectations of fulure events that are
believed to be reasonable under ihe circumstances. The Company makes eslimates and assumptions
concerning the future. The resuiting accounting estimates will, by definition, seldom equal the relaled actual
results. Significant areas requiring the use of management estimates relale to the determination of mineral
reserves, reclamation and environmental obligations, impairment of assets, useful lives used to compute
depreciation, depletion and amortization, assessing the provision for slow moving spare parts and consumables
and provision for zakat.

2.6 Segment reporting

{2) Business segmenl

A business segment is group of assets, operations or entities:

{i} engaged in revenue producing activities;

(i) results of ils operations are continuously analyzed by management in order to make decisions related to

resource allocation and performance assessment; and

(i) financial information is separalely available.

(b} Geographical segment

A geographical segment is group of assels, operations or enlilies engaged in revenue producing activities

within a particular economic environment that are subject to risks and returns different from those operating in
other economic environments,

2.7 Foreign currency translation

Foreign currency transactions are translated into Saudi riyals at the rates of exchange prevailing at the time of the
transactions. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at the balance sheet date are
translated at the exchange rates prevailing al that date. Gains and losses from settliement and translation of
foreign currency transactions are included in the consolidated statement of income.

2.8 Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents balance includes cash on hand, cash in banks and lime deposits with maturity of 90
days or less at acquisition.

2.9 Trade receivable
Trade receivable are carried at original sales invoice amount less provision for doubtful debis (if any).
2.10 Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost or net realizable value. Cost is determined, for finished goods, on a
weighted average basis and includes cost of materials, labor and an appropriate proportion of direct overheads.
All other inventories are valued on a moving average basis and a provision is established for items deemed to be

slow moving or obsoclete.

Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the costs of completion
and selling expenses.

2.11 Property, plant and equipment

Properly, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. Expenditure on maintenance and
repairs is expensed, while expenditure for bellerment is capitalized. Depreciation is provided over the shorter of
eslimated useful lives of the applicable assels or the estimated life of the mine using the straight-line method The
estimated useful lives of the principal classes of assets are as follows:

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount and are inciuded in
the statement of income.

Mainienance and normal repairs which do not materially extend the estimated useful life of an asset are
charged 1o the statement of income as and when incurred. Major renewals and improvements, if any, are
capitalized

2.12 Capital work-in-progress

Assets in the course of consiruction are capitalized in the ¢apital work-in-progress account. On completion, the
cost of consiruction is transferred to the appropriate category of property, plant and equipment. The cosl of a
properly, plant and equipment comprises ils purchase price and any cosis direcily atiributable to bringing it into
working condition for its intended use. Costs associated with a starl up period are capitalized where the asset is
available for use but incapable of operating at normal levels without a commissioning period. Capital work-in-
progress is not depreciated.

2.13 Pre-operating expenses and deferred charges

Exploration, evaluation, development and pre-operating expenses are expensed in the period incurred until a
prospective exploration project or mine is identified as having economical development potenlial. Once a
prospeclive exploration project or mine has been determined to have economical development potential, the
subsequenl development and pre-operating expenses incurred on the project or mine are deferred net of
proceeds from the sale of any production during the development period and then amortized over the expeciad life
of the mine or a period of seven years whichever is lower. If a project or mine is no longer considered economical,
the accumulaled project costs are charged to income in the period in which the determination is made.

Deferred charges on the infrastructure projects consist of consultancy and other cost with respect 1o the site
preparation of Phosphate and Bauxite project, and the cost will be recovered when these project become
operative {Note 12}.

The Company aiso defers waste mining cosl and has eslimated the average of the waste-to-ore ratio for Lhe
quantilies contained within 1the final pit design of the mine. This average is used to calculate the annual waste
mining cost to be expensed as follows:

In periods when the aclual cosls of waste are higher than the costs expensed according to this formula, the
difference is deferred to be amortized in a future period when the actual costs are less than the amount to be
expensed.
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2.14 Assets impairment

The Company assesses its assets for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicale thal the
carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognized for the amount by which the asset's
carrying amount exceeds ils recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's fair value
less cosls to seill and value in use. For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest
levels for which there are separately identifiable cash flows (cash-generaling units}). Impairment loss, if any, is
recorded in the consolidated statement of income of the period in which such determination is made.

Assets thal suffered impairment are reviewed for possible reversal of the impairment at each reporting date. When
it becomes evident that the circumstances which resulted in the impairment no longer exist, the impairment
amount will be reversed (in exceplion of goodwill) and recorded as income in lhe consolidated statement of
income of the period in which such reversal is delermined.

2.15 Savings plan program

In accordance with clause {137) of the Labor Regulalions, and in furtherance to clause (76) of the Company’s
Internal Wark Regulation approved by resolution No. (424) dated 6/4/1420H issued by H.H. Minister of Labor and
Social Affairs, 2 Savings Plan Program was introduced 10 encourage Saudi employees of the Company to save
and invest their savings in areas more beneficial lo them, to secure their future and as an incentive for them 1o
continue working wilh the Company.

Participation in the Savings Plan Program is restricted to Saudi Nalionals and oplional with employees required to
contribute a monthly minimum installment of 1% to a maximum of 15% of their basic salary subject to 2 minimum
of SR 300. The Company will conlribute an amount equaling 10% of the monthly savings of each member per
annum for the first year and increase it by 10% in the year after it till it reaches 100% at the 10th year, which will in
turn be credited to the savings accounls of lhe member. The Company's portion is charged to the income
slaterment on monthly basis. The Company’s portion will only be paid upon termination or resignation of the
employee.

2.16 Borrowings

Borrowings are recognized at the proceeds received, net of transaction costs incurred, if any. Borrowing costs that
are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of qualifying assels are capilalized as part of
ihose assets. Other borrowing costs are charged 1o income statement.

2.17 Accounts payable and accruals

Liabilities are recognized for amounts to be paid for goods and services received, whether or not billed to the
Company.

2.18 Provisions

Provisions are recognized when; the Company has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of a
pasl evenl; it is probable that an outftow of resources will be required to settle the obligation; and the amount
can be reliably estimated.

2.19 Zakat

The Company is subject to zakat in accordance with the regulations of the Department of Zakat and Income
Tax (the "DZIT"). Provision for zakat for the Company and zakat related to the Company's subsidiaries is
charged to the income statement. Additional amounts payable, if any, at the finalization of final assessments
are accounled Tor when such amounts are determined.

2.20 Mine closure and reclamation

During the start up of a mine, a provision is made for the total estimated costs of future closure and reclamation of
the mining properties. The full eslimaled cosls are deferred and lhen amoriized 1o expense over the expected life
of the mine on straight-line basis Estimates of the ultimate site reclamation costs are based on current laws and
regulations and expected costs to be incurred, all of which are subject to possible changes, thereby impacting
current determinations.
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2.21 End-of-service indemnities

Employees’ end-of-service benefits are payable as a lump sum to all employees employed under the terms and
condilions of Saudi Labor and Workman Law on termination of their employment contracts. The liability is
calculated as the current value of the vested benefits to which the employee is entitled, shouid the employee leave
at the balance sheet date. Termination payments are based on employees’ final salaries and allowances and their
cumulative years of service, as defined by the conditions stated in the laws of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

2.22 Revenue recognition
Revenue is recognized when all the following conditions are met:

The significant risks and rewards of ownership of the product have been transferred to the buyer;
. Neither continuing managerial involvement to the degree usually associated with ownership, nor effective
control over the goods sold, has been retained;
. The amounl of revenue can be measured reliably;
It is probable that the economic benefits associated with the sale will fiow to the Company; and
The costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the sale can be measured reliably.

Revenues are shown nel of discounts and transportation expenses, and afler eliminating sales within the Company.

Sales revenue is commonly subjecl to adjustment based on an inspeclion of the product by the customer. In such
cases, sales revenue is initially recognized on a provisicnal basis using the Company’s best eslimate of contained
metal, and adjusted subsequently.

Invesiment income consists of earnings on bank deposits and is recognized on accrual basis.
2.23 Expenses

General and administrative expenses include direct and indirect costs not specifically part of cost of sales as
required under generally accepted accounting standards. Allecations between general and administrative
expenses and cost of sales, when required, are made on a consislent basis.

2.24 Severance fees

Effeclive from year 2005 onwards, as per the new mining code issued based on the Royal Decree No. 47/M dated
20 Sha’aban 1425H (corresponding to October 4, 2004}, the Company is required to pay to the Government of
Saudi Arabia severance fee representing 25% of annual net income or the equivalent of the income tax, whichever
is lower. Severance fee is charged to income on monthly basis and is adjusted at the end of each month.

2.25 Leasing

Leases are classified as capital leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer subslantially all of the risks and
rewards of ownership to the lessee. All other leases are classified as operating leases. Rentals payable under
operating leases are charged to income on a slraight line basis over lhe term of the operating lease.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS AND RISK MANAGEMENT

The Company's activilies expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk {including currency risk, fair value
risk commission rale risks and Commodity price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The Company's overall risk
management program focuses on the unpredictability of financial markels and seeks to minimize potential
adverse effects on the Company’s financial performance.

Financial insiruments carried on the balance sheet principally include cash and cash equivalents, short-term
investments, accounls receivable, other receivables, projects and other payables, accrued expenses and
borrowings.

Financial asset and liability is offsel and net amounts reported in the financial statements, when the Company
has a legally enforceable right to set off the recognized amounts and intends either o settle on a net basis, or
to realize the asset and liability simultanecusly.
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3.1 Currency risk

Is ihe risk that the value of a financial instrument will fluctuate due to changes in foreign exchange rates. The
Company's transactions are principally in Saudi riyals and U.S. dollars. Management monitors the fluctuations
in currency exchange rales and believes that lhe currency risk is nol significant.

3.2 Fair value

|s the amount for which an asset could be exchanged, or a liability settled between knowledgeable willing
parlies in an arm's lengih transaction. As the Company's financial instruments are compiled under the historical
cost convention, differences can arise between the book values and fair value estimates. Management believes
that the: fair values of the Company’s financial assets and liabilities are not materially different from their carrying values.

3.3 Commission rate risk

Is the exposure to various risks associated with the effect of fluctuations in the prevailing commission rates on
the Company’s financial position and cash flows The Company's commission rate risks arise mainly from its
short-termn investments and bank borrowings, which are at floating rate of commision and are subject to re-
pricing on a regular basis. The Company monitors the fluctuations in commission rates and believes thal the
effect of the commission rate risk is nol significant.

3.4 Commodity price risk

Gold is priced in an aclive market in which prices respond to daily changes in quantities offered and sought.
The Company's normal policy is to sell its products at prevailng market prices. The Company does not
generally believe commodity price hedging would provide long-lerm benefit to shareholders.

3.5 Creditrisk

Credit risk is the risk that one party will fail to discharge an ¢bligation and cause the other parly lo incur a
financial loss. The Company is exposed to credit risk form its operaling aclivities {pertaining to trade receivables
mainly. However, the cash collection is made at time of sales delivery) and from its financing aclivities,
including deposils with banks and financial institutions. Credit limits are established for all customers based on
internal rating criteria. Outstanding trade receivables are regularly monitored and any credit concerns
highlighted to senior management. Cash and shorl-term investments are substantially placed with commercial
banks with sound credit ratings. Trade receivables are carried net of provision for doubtful debts, if needed.

3.6 Liguidity risk

Is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in raising funds to meet commitmenis associated with
financial instruments. Liquidity risk may result from an inability to sell a financial asset quickly at an amount
close to its fair value. Liquidity risk is managed by monitoring on a regular basis that sufficient funds are
available to meet any future commitments.
